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�� Basics of Canadian Quarters 

 Denomination: 25 cents  
 First issued: 1870  
 Current monarch portrait: King Charles III (newer issues), previously Queen Elizabeth II  
 Standard design (reverse): Caribou (introduced in 1937)  

 

虞號虠虡虢 Commemorative & Special Quarters 

Canada is famous for releasing themed quarters. Some popular series: 

🇨🇦 1999–2000 Millennium Quarters 

 24 different designs (one for each month)  
 Themes: Canadian culture, history, achievements  
 Very common and great for beginners  

茮茯 2007–2017 Olympic & Canada Series 

 Vancouver 2010 Olympic sports  
 Canada 150 (2017) nature-themed coins  

蘆蘇蘈蘌蘉蘊蘋 Remembrance & Military Coins 

 2004 poppy quarter (first colored circulation coin in the world)  
 Various war memorial designs  

 

般舭舮舯舰舱 Colored & Specialty Coins 

Canada pioneered colored coins in circulation: 
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 Red poppy quarter (2004)  
 Glow-in-the-dark dinosaur quarters (2017)  
 Northern lights themed coins  

These are especially popular with collectors. 

 

괭괮 Valuable Canadian Quarters to Look For 

Some quarters are worth more than face value: 

꾆 Silver Quarters (Pre-1967) 

 Usually 80% silver  
 Value depends on silver price and condition  

꾆 Key Dates 

 1936 “Dot” Quarter – extremely rare (one of the most valuable Canadian coins)  
 1947 Maple Leaf – transitional year, collectible  
 1955 “No Shoulder Fold” (NSF) – sought-after variety  

꾆 Errors & Varieties 

 Off-center strikes  
 Double dies  
 Missing details  

 

껳껱껲 What to Check in Your Change 

When you get quarters, look for: 

 Older dates (pre-1968)  
 Unusual designs  
 Colored or commemorative versions  
 Coins in excellent condition (shiny, little wear)  
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긶긷길긹긺긻 How to Collect Canadian Quarters 

Option 1: Date Set 

Collect one quarter from each year (1870–present) 

Option 2: Themed Set 

Focus on: 

 Olympics  
 Wildlife  
 Historical events  

Option 3: Silver Set 

Collect only pre-1967 silver quarters 

 

������� Storage Tips 

 Use quarter-specific coin albums  
 Avoid touching the face of coins  
 Keep colored coins protected (they scratch easily)

Start by collecting: 

 All Millennium quarters (easy to find)  
 All Olympic quarters  
 Any silver quarters you come across
